We ask that pupils bring fruit or vegetables to eat during
break. Pupils who bring lunch boxes are encouraged to discuss
healthy options with their parents. We aim to provide as many
sporting opportunities as possible for the pupils. An emphasis is
placed on health and fitness according to the Local Authority
Policy for Healthy Schools.

Staff from Llangynwyd
visit us to discuss individual children’s needs before they transfer to the Comprehensive.

The Cluster also organises residential visits for years 5 and 6 which supports the Transition work.
